St. Vincent’s Casa Alegria Children’s Center opened in fall 1999 offering quality, affordable 
childcare. Casa Alegria provides early learning services to infants, toddlers, and preschoolers of 
residents in the Program of Affordable Transitional Housing & Services (PATHS) for low-
income single women and their children and from the local community. To remain in attendance 
over 90 percent of the children at Casa Alegria Children’s Center receive scholarship money 
generously provided by local foundations and private donors.
